CHRIST
Christmas and Christianity have their root in Christ.  Christ is the consciousness of God.  The Consciousness of God is identified in Man.  This constitutes “God with us,” the first identification of Christ-Being called Jesus.  The birth of Christ in Man heralded the first Christmas.  Christmas is significant in that it is the mass of God-qualities identified which are named or called Christ.  Christ identified permits the Action of God in the consciousness this action being Christianity.  Christianity is to characterize those in whom the Will of God can be done, this uniting the spirit (heaven and the body (earth) as one.  Oneness is the nature of Christ and the characteristic of a Christian.  Christmas is everyday in the consciousness governed by Truth of Christ.

THE BIRTH OF CHRIST OR CHRISTMAS

Christmas celebrates the birth of Christ.  The birth of Christ is the spiritual birth of Man.  Man, to be spiritually born, must be opened to the action of God.  This is the Will of God, done in earth or bodily nature, as it is in heaven or the spiritual nature.  It is the spiritual birth of Christ, not the literal birth that contains the mystery of Christ’s birth among men.  The literal birth marked the projection of God among men, through the Helpmeet of God, Woman.  The womanhood of the race, identified from the Creation as the Helpmeet of God and Man (humanity), reached the point of interior progression (negation from worldly forces) so that it became the womb of the Lord (Divine Laws: Father) by which there could be introduced into the consciousness of Man the qualities of the Holy Spirit (whole spirit: united spirit, soul, mind and body).  The coupling of Mary, the Virgin Principles, with Joseph, the racial advancement, was necessary to give tangibility on the earthly plane to Christ, the only begotten in the womb of Mary.
The Mother Principle of God must be understood before people can understand the begetting principle of God, the Father.  “That which is born of the Spirit is Spirit”, while “that which is born of the flesh is flesh.”  The piling up of the spiritually progressed qualities in the womanhood of the race constituted the Womb of Creation (God) in the consciousness of the woman who could coordinate with these qualities.  Such was the organism of Mary the first identified Virginal Principle of God among men.  Hence, she was with child of the Holy Spirit.  That is, she had stored up in Her the essences that had been spiritually progressed among men but which did not come to spiritual fruition, because the saints died, not receiving the fulfillment of the promise of God.  Through law of sin, or birth and death, forces aggregate in form from the wombs of women, giving birth to mankind, a kind of a man.  But the spiritually progressing qualities are centered to their own centers in the womanhood of the race; women being the graves that house the forces progressed in living and dissolved by death.  But the forces of the world pivot to worldly feminine factors, the harlot while the spiritually progressing forces pivot to the Virgin Principle, which through the Authority of God, is hidden in womanhood of the race also; but is distinctly in character opposite to the harlot forces. 
God appoints Woman as the Helpmeet of Man (humanity), and since God is the controlling factor or racial progression, progressing consciousness to conformity with Its Plan and Purpose and Will, it pivots the progressed qualities that partake of the godly nature to the godly womanhood; this matrix being present in the womanhood of the race.  Thus Mary, the first identified Woman Principle in which was the Mothering Quality of God, was the matrix in which was aggregated these godly qualities, these being the essences of the Holy Spirit.  When the womanhood of the race reached a point of advancement that is potentially conformed to the Womanhood of God, existent in Principles in the womanhood of the race, the Mother-God Qualities were identified by which the Father or Divine Laws could bring forth the first begotten Son of God.  Jesus was not born from the sexual seed of Joseph, and that he knew Mary not until she had brought forth her child, is quite possible in the operation of the Spiritual Law that performs its work by emanation, and not by propelled seed from the male to the female.  The coupling of Joseph with Mary was a coupling of the heavenly and the earthly forces by which the invisible could be made visible.

The operation of this Principle as the identification of the first action of God in the race is the action to be present in the Immortal Order when the River Euphrates is dried up.  Euphrates, one of the heads of the River that flows out from Eden, is that which relates to the sexual soul of mortals.  The drying up of this river is the drying up of the seminal waters that have their existence because the nature of mortals is separated from God, being cut into two in the primal male-female forces.  Birth by emanation of forces, racially identified among Immortals, is the outer counterpart of the capacity of Christ, as Male-Female Principle, to bring forth the Immortals through Law of Emanation.  However, the Christ Emanation is the projection of Christ Seed, the Essences of Creation, gained first as Man and second as Woman, the two comings of Christ being the completion of Mortality and the operation of the Divine Law by which Immortality is established.  This process is now working out; hence, can be known.  That which went before, by which the present Action of God can be, can also be known, for all of God’s Wisdom heretofore expressed is expressing now, plus the added action of God that characterizes the “greater works” of bodily redemption and the translation of the race from the mortal to the immortal premise.  The birth of the 144,000 egos as the first-born fruit of God and Christ is the ultimate Universal function, of which the birth of Christ (identified as Jesus) was the primary action.
The first-born fruit of God and Christ as the 144,000 members of the Body of Christ is not the result of sexual seed, but is the aggregated result of the Seed of Creation, disseminated from Woman, the Creative Womb, at the end of Time.  The Qualities of the Holy Spirit perfected as one with the Holy Ghost (whole outline of form or body that is to be), is that by which the virgins can be brought forth.  Virgin means male-female state of being, these being the universal aspect of Man as God created him to be, in the image (male) and likeness (female) of god.  These must be spiritually born, conforming in consciousness to the Inner Plan contained in the Creative Womb, this permitting them to be brought forth from the primal Son and Daughter, who married in Divine Law, become the parents of the racial group that partakes of the nature of the Real Man.  The conjunction of the heavenly qualities, aggregated as New Jerusalem, our Mother who cometh from above, is the corresponding action of the aggregated godly qualities in Man, who was with child of the Holy Spirit.  The mystery of God’s fecundating power, even in bringing forth a kind of a man, is in the womanhood of the race, and not in the manhood.  It is not in combining the seed of men and women that there is a mystery, but in the formation of the fertilized seed in the womb of woman so that Man is formed in her.  Yet, this is the outer mystery and is not the mystery of God by which the first-born group of spiritualized men and women are brought forth as virgins.

God’s supreme mystery is in the use of the Woman Christ Principle, identified in the womanhood conformed to the Divine Laws (Father, with which is the Man Christ Principle, to bring forth the children of God, who are born not after the will of men, nor of the flesh, but the Will of God.  This embraces the regenerate Plan of God, the Divine generation of egos capable of putting on spirituality of Being.  It is above the law of sin and death that inheres in the sexual seed.  God has but one use for sexual seed, that is to form a kind of a man or consciousness which becomes the receptacle in which Its own Qualities of Being can unfold.  Sexual seed is earthly and produces only earthly results.  But “as we have borne the image of the earthly, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly.”  But the image of the heavenly comes from heaven, through the application of the Principles of Being made known when the forces of the earthly are mastered to Christ, the Truth.   The application of the Principles of Truth, when Truth is known, is through the Authority of the Divine Will, and makes man free from the limitations of consciousness, born under the sexual law (law of sin and death).  This application is called Christianity.
CHRISTIANITY

Christianity is the application to the life of the Principles of Truth.  It had its beginning from a consciousness progressed to the point that permitted the Principles to become living.  This is Christ Consciousness.  Christ Consciousness is consciousness Christed.  Consciousness is Christed when it has completed itself as a self-consciousness and has given itself in service to the Divine Will through dying to the loves of the flesh.  Through dying to the desire to function the loves of the flesh one is opened to the Law of Divine Love (Mother Principle of God), by which the spiritual State of Being is unfolded.  This is in exact scientific law, for the death of the Love of God for the life of the world, became on the plane of the flesh the love of the flesh.  It follows that the death of the love of the flesh will open consciousness in the life of the Love of God.  The Life of Divine Love is Its Action, Its Will.  The Action of the Divine Will in the life is Christianity.
A symbolical Christianity precedes the Reality, even as a kind of a man precedes the identification of the Real Man.  The Real Christians are not yet manifested as a group.  When they are manifested, they make up the members of the Body of Christ, this being in Spirit the Church, and in Body the State.  The identification of Christ Consciousness, as the Second appearance of Christ among men by means of Woman, is the union of the Body with the Spirit, the Lamb’s wife with the Lamb, which is the signal for the establishment of the first Church group made of the 144,000 Virgins, who become the replica of the Righteous Government to be manifested among men, they having come under the government of the Divine Will by which consciousness of Being is attained.  This is the point of turnover in the Law of God, the point where the forces progressed in men and in Man (Christ Principle as Male) are encompassed by Woman, and Immortality is potentially identified.  At this point of turnover, the reality of the Church and State is set up, wiping off the forces that have made up the spurious church and state.  This is even now working out.  The dissolution of the church forces of the world the last century, culminated at the end of mortality with the rapid dissolution of the forces of state, this being a prelude to the establishment of the genuine Church and State, or Spirit and Body of Man.

The Christians make up the first elected group who are members of the Body of Christ.  People deceived by the symbolical Christianity, that of necessity preceded the establishment of the Real, prove their love of the latter over their love of the Spirit and make themselves ineligible to become members of the Body of Christ, the united Church and State.  A Christian is being a Man as God intended Man to be.  Being a Christian necessitates attaining to the Being of Christ.  
“Except your righteousness shall exceed the righteousness of the Scribes and Pharisees, ye shall in no wise enter into the kingdom of heaven,” that is, unless people live beyond the righteousness promoted by the thoughts and ideas of the mortal mind, and the forces developed by materiality, they cannot contact the Spiritual Ideas and Principles by which the righteousness of Christ, by which is Christianity, can be put on.  To be a Christian is to have the action of the Principles of Christ (Truth) operative in the life and affairs.  The answer to “What is Truth,” is always, “I Am the Truth.”  Christ is the Truth, and I Am is consciousness expressing the being of that Truth, the living of it.  Truth to be known must be, for how can it be known before it is?  Therefore to be, Truth must be in me and I in it, which is to say I am no longer a self-consciousness, living not the mind and love of men, but am a consciousness of Christ because I Am conscious of Christ, the Truth.  But before I can be the consciousness of Christ the Truth, I must be a self-consciousness.  If I have no consciousness of myself, how conscious am I?  I am unconscious, never having started to think or feel in conscious consideration of myself or others.
Before one can be conscious of I AM, one must be conscious of I.  Yet, to be conscious of I, which is to know myself, I must lose myself in Christ, for “Whosoever shall find his life shall lose it,” that is, be swallowed up in the next step of Being.  For if I be a self-consciousness, an I, I attain the capacity to take the spiritual step that corresponds by which I become conscious of the Principles of Being (Truth), thereby becoming I Am.  If I am conscious of myself as I am (seeing my advancement and lack of it), then I can become conscious of I Am Being, which is to be consciousness of myself as I am to be.  But if I refuse to become conscious of myself as I am, through failure to think or feel or to discern my advancement and lack of it by which I can measure to the Divine Requirement, then I am not conscious of being on the natural plane, and I cannot be conscious of myself as Spiritual Being.  Life is so ordered that the performance of what we have to do by which we think, feel and act, in perfection, is the capacity to contact the corresponding Inner Principles by which we see our Real Self.  If one is not principled in his natural living, and loving and thinking, how can one contact the Inner Principles governing the Being of man?  Being a Christian is a livable process operative in relation to all things, and is not a mind full of knowledge without any consciousness of their application.  The Law of God has so operated as to identify Its Principles of Being in the gained Christ Consciousness, first as the Son and then as the Daughter, by which the Light of Truth and Its Love can emanate into the race mind, so that all receiving it can also become sons and daughters of God.  The Gentiles today are lukewarm in the operation of this Universal Principle as the Second Coming of Christ.
THE RESURRECTION OF CHRIST IN MAN

Man embraces the individual consciousness and the race.  The race, however, does not partake of the nature of Man until its human character is identified, which is common to Immortality that follows the era of mortality.  The individual may put on the character of Man before the race attains to Immortality, for the Plan of Life is so ordered that it pivots to the individual and permits each the opportunity of working out his or her salvation independent of others.  It was through the operation of the Plan that a Man was identified in which Christ Could be centered, and from which the Plan of Life could be made known; though it is not until the Second identification of Christ that the Plan of Life for the race is made known, for the First coming of Christ revealed the Plan for the individual.  The resurrection of Christ must be first in Man and in Woman, before it can be in the race, for the race is made up of men and women who are controlled to this Parental Center, and through which the Plan of Life for all is unfolded and revealed.
THE CHARACTER OF CHRIST

Christ is the Being of God identified in consciousness of Man or Woman.  Man is the true nature of men, and Woman is the true nature of women.  This is to say that men and women of the mortal race do not partake of the nature of Man or Woman until they have put off the old man and his deeds, and have been spiritually born; for it is only through spiritual birth that the true nature of Man is revealed, this being from the action of God in Christ.  God is Spirit and Christ is the Spirit identified in consciousness.  The consciousness in which Christ was identified was called Jesus, meaning “God with us;” that is, the Spirit, as God, could manifest Itself to the race, as to Its Intelligence and Love through a state of consciousness and being that It was conformed to the Plan of God, as it is contained in Christ.  Mortals must put on the natural human character through transcending all evil tendencies with the good, invite the illumination of the Spirit by which they can become Divine-Human states, in which Christ can open to make known the Plan of God for the individual.  The Plan of God for one individual is the Plan of God for all individuals, and this Plan was distinctly set forth through the first Man to attain to the consciousness of Christ.  The attainment of the second individual to the consciousness of Christ constitutes all in the Divine Plan, for only Man and Woman exist in that Plan. 

Men and women are the diversified and multiplied aspects of the Man Principle, broken up and disseminated with the giving of Christ, as the only begotten Son, in whom were the Man and the Woman Poles of Being at the formation of the Planet.  Therefore, men and women must attain to the consciousness of Man or Woman in order to permit the union of both within the consciousness by which one becomes male-female in character to invite the action of God and Christ.  God and Christ are complete in character of male-female qualities; hence, to be opened in an ego, an ego must partake of a like character.  The whole struggle in the world, and especially the last several decades, centers to egos attaining the nature of Man or Woman, or the nature of both, which is the fuller step of unfoldment.  Mortals seek, through overcoming the evil with the good to attain to manhood or womanhood that is honorable and just, while the further step is sought by the spiritually enlightened, by which they may become the Man or Woman state of Being.  Those who are opened to the unfoldment of Spiritual Being put on the male-female nature by which they become Man-Woman, and it is in such a state of consciousness that Christ is identified and God can have expression among men.
Christ is the character of God identified in consciousness of Man-Woman, though this is the ultimate attainment, made first by Man and second by Woman, in the ages of mortality.  Yet, it is through overcoming the mortality and attaining to Immortality that Man and Woman are identified, and the male-female nature of God and Christ is put on.  God is Qualities of Being; Christ is these qualities in a State of Being.  The Qualities of Being are seven in number, and are represented in scripture by the seven days of the Creative Plan, and the seven churches of revelation.  The Seven Qualities within work out the five sense man to the plane of the spiritual in whom are identified the twelve centers of consciousness in which Christ can express.  These twelve centers in Christ were objectified as the twelve disciples, Jesus standing as the completed One in whom the twelve centers had identification.  Christ is Spirit, but the Qualities of the Spirit form themselves in an organism of consciousness suitable for their formation, this organism being the flesh of the Word.  This flesh is the formed expression of Qualities of Being, and is not material flesh composed of bone, muscle, etc.

The character of Christ is the ultimate of the spiritual, which is the Truth.  The Truth is the result of united Wisdom and Love, or the result of the union off the Male and Female poles of the Qualities of Being.  All living is an unfoldment of the Plan of Life, though one may not become conscious of this until spiritual illumination opens and one is taught of the Spirit of Truth; one has accomplished a great deal through lifetimes of expression by the time one reaches this point of advancement.  The steps leading to Christ are outstanding, though not distinct, for one is always aspiring to greater heights than one has attained, and steps of unfoldment overlap each other.  For example, the metaphysical step springs up as natural human character is being opened, and the spiritual illumination opens as the metaphysical is being worked out.  The spiritual is the culmination of metaphysical advancement, when the ego is seeking to overcome the self instead of trying to gratify its desires, as some metaphysical students do.  If egos prove worthy in the unfoldment of the Spiritual, really forming within themselves the fruit of Spiritual Ideas by which theirBeing is identified, they can be opened to know the Truth, and come to be at-one with Christ.  This is the goal set from the foundation of the world, and that to which all who really advance are expected to attain.  When Christ is attained, one is Being and partakes of the Being of God; though the Father is always greater than the Son and there is always more of God to express by means of Christ than is expressing.
CHRIST IS RESURRECTED IN MAN

Christ is resurrected in Man, that is, in Man-Woman consciousness, and not from the grave; though, paradoxically, consciousness that is not Christed is the grave in which the forces of death are stored up.  Death is in the mind of the flesh, while Life is in the Mind of the Spirit; if one is to conquer death, he must conquer the mind of the flesh.  The metaphysical advancement is a preliminary step by which one becomes acquainted with the mind of the flesh while becoming acquainted with the Mind of the Spirit; and one is a metaphysician that has made the overcoming of the mind of the flesh and has enthroned the Mind of the Spirit.  However, before this step is finally attained, the illumination of the Spirit sets in and the spiritual unfoldment is under way when the metaphysical is culminated.  The ultimate of the spiritual is the resurrection of Christ, the Truth.  There is a relative knowing of the Truth which is a sort of mental perception of the Spiritual Ideas, but until the Spiritual Ideas are received and made actual in the consciousness, one is not really spiritual.  It is this reality of the spiritual that paves the way for the opening of Christ, the Truth.  Christ is resurrected in Man, not for the sake of the good of the individual in whom resurrection occurs, but to become a Center for the action of God, by which the gained in the consciousness of Christ may be disseminated to all who can receive it.
Christ is the mediator between God and humanity though must be identified as being in the consciousness of an individual to act as mediator.  This is to say that God, while universal in character, acts through Christ, and Christ acts by means of Man of Woman (though in reality Man or woman is Man-Woman in character).  God can act for all only through one, for 
God is One and demands One by which to act in relation to the Laws and Principles of the Spirit; but when these are disseminated to all, God requires two through which to act, for two is the nature of humanity.  Humanity is identified as men and women, right and left, good and evil, positive and negative, and such poles of two as make up the plan of the universe and of the race, two are the means by which the Qualities of Being gained in One are disseminated to all.  Men and women have no direct contract with God except through the Man and the Woman qualities within them by which connection is made with God, through Christ.  It may seem complicated, but since God and Christ are Spirit, it is the nature of one’s spirit that relates one to the Spirit.  If the spirit of one’s progression connects one with the Man and the Woman qualities of Being within by which connection is made with Christ, one can receive the result of one’s prayers, provided they are expressed in conformity to the Law of Prayer.
Spiritual prayer is based upon the recognition that All is in God, and able to express toward man, provided man can acknowledge it as already being.  This is the science of prayer that was uncovered with the metaphysical unfoldment, by which many contacted the plane of the Spirit, though one may be conforming to certain inner laws without knowing it, and so obtain the answer to prayer, according to the nature of one’s spirit.  God and Christ are the acme of science, and they are the source of all science that is made known to humanity, though the principles of science have a spiritual and a natural mode of expression.  All things manifested in the world exist first in Divine Intelligence, and are brought into manifestation in service to the race through the intelligence of men.  The things of the Spirit are known through Spiritual Love and Intelligence, while the things of the world are known through the natural intelligence and love.  Prayer is not always a formality, for one may touch the things of the Spirit through a properly attuned Spirit, and thus call into manifestation some form of compensation that is needed; though, evidently it is not the intention of God to make mortality permanent or to cater to the personal needs of mortals that they would not be so cut off from contact with the Spirit.  Egos must earn the privilege of contact with the Spirit, through spiritual unfoldment even as they earn the outer things through an expression of natural powers, and are made to seek after the Spirit with the whole heart before they can have Christ identified within.
The resurrection of Christ within the consciousness involves a dying to all that one has formerly thought, felt, said or done; that is, a complete change in the spirit of expression, for the mortal nature does not enter into a Divine Inheritance.  It is only the identified Spiritual Consciousness that makes actual contact with Christ, the Truth, and only through prescribed steps of unfoldment that conform to the Plan of Life.  When the Plan of Life for all is made known and the race is reborn so as to partake of the immortal nature, the things of God and Christ will be more easily contacted, and the ego will be more able to unfold the Spiritual Realities of Being.  This possibility is contained in the outworking of the Plan of Life, first in Man and second in Woman, at the First and the Second coming of Christ, respectively, for when two individuals are completed before God and Christ, the Plan for all is projected by which all may enter into the attainment made by the two.  Yet, the two are One in God-Mind, and the ultimate attainment is oneness not twoness, for oneness is the gaining of Truth by which all twos are reconciled to God and Its Plan for the race.

Christ is resurrected in Man in a living state of Being, and not after he or she has passed to another plane by means of death.  All kinds of false ideas exist about the principle of resurrection.  Since all are dead in trespasses and sins until made alive in Christ, it is discernible that the dead referred to in scripture that are to be resurrected are not necessarily in their graves.  The fact is that the dead do not go into the graves, except for dissolution of the material body which would be offensive if not dealt with in some manner consistent with the health and well-being of the living.  But the consciousness that make up an ego, the forces of spirit, soul, mind and body (will) are liberated from the dissolving elements and take up their abode in the Kosmos of the universe which is within the organisms of men and women, individually, though also having a planetary relation until each ego absorbs to himself, the cell that he is on the planetary record.  This absorption is one with spiritual birth, and makes it impossible for an ego to be reborn on the mortal plane.  This is the ultimate of the principle of resurrection, to be spiritually born so as to necessitate the going on to higher planes of advancement without the necessity of birth or death.  However, we have no record of anyone being able to pass from this plane of existence to that plane of eternal life without the appearance of death, though the principle of resurrection is portrayed in the ascension of Jesus from the tomb in which He was buried.  Naturally, the principle of resurrection made a figure of itself in the first coming of Christ, because it belongs to the Plan of God for Man, showing that the gaining of Christ ascends the ego to the Godhead, thus finishing his or her sojourn on the earthly plane.

BIRTH, DEATH AND LIFE

Birth, death and life are the three factors that make for advancing consciousness.  While death is an enemy to be overcome eventually, it is not until one reaches the plane of Truth that it is offset.  Prior to this point of advancement, death is a friend, enabling the consciousness to break up and take on new form for another unfoldment, birth being the reorganizing factor and life the one of organization.  Life that is one with birth is not eternal, but temporary, and is a form of death according to scripture, so long as one is in the mind of the flesh.  Birth is the beginning of another unfoldment of consciousness, while death is the end of that organized consciousness and the means by which another organization follows; though birth is required to complement death.  Death is disorganization, birth is reorganization, while life is organization; though the organism of consciousness is not formed in reality of being until one gains eternal life, which is to free oneself from the necessity of further birth and death.
Egos, who think they come into existence in mortality, live out a short span and pass by death to another plane of living are without recognition of the continuity of the Plan of Life, and the goal set from the foundation of the race.   One lifetime of existence would be worthless unless there were innumerable ones added, by which one can advance in Intelligence and Love and finally attain to Being.  The question that confronts most persons is where are they when they attain to Being?  The answer to this question is set forth in scripture and shown to be in conscious gain of oneself in Christ, which would have to be on this plane where it was primarily attained by the first Man; otherwise, an example would not have been set for the people on this plane.  If this attainment had not been essential to egos on this plane, Jesus would have attained it on some invisible plane, and no record would have been made for the race or an example set for them to follow.  The things that he did, he promised that others would do also, because He went to the Father, or became at-one with the Laws of Being.  The Writer is convinced that all to be attained is to be attained here and now, and that any lifetime of existence in which the attainment is made is in the here and now.  Transition to another plane, presumable higher than this one, cannot be made through failure to make the grade on this plane of living.  When egos realize that this is the plane in which they work out their salvation and gain the consciousness of Christ-Truth, they will make all processes of living count toward this attainment.
Birth is an opportunity for further unfoldment and relates to those not yet gained in reality of being; hence, is a mortal necessity and an advantage to the unfolding ego.  Birth is the embodiment of qualities and elements of consciousness, though an ego in one lifetime is not always the totality of that which he was in another, for there is no permanency of Being in mortality; hence, the breaking up of consciousness, by way of death, permits a different formation of consciousness, each ego gathering his own from the kosmos according to the dominancy of qualities within the organism of consciousness.  Primarily, an ego is identified to become a man or a woman, and not an animal, there being no interchange of forces between humans and animals.  Man is a potential man-seed, even as a radish is a potential radish seed; hence, each seed brings forth after its kind.  One sows in one’s lifetime, and another reaps, for one will gather to oneself that which relates to the dominant forces of character that are carried along in the seed that one is; though always related to karma, directly or indirectly from lifetime to lifetime.

Life is a living by which the developing forces of spirit, soul, mind and body are expressed in various forms and ways.  Life is through unfoldment, though until the mind of the flesh is put off one cannot be said to be really in life, but a kind of a life exists before the reality.  All qualities of Being have a kind of a being before they are, as one has intelligence before he has Scientific Intelligence, which is the only intelligence recognized before the God-Mind.  One may have love, but the love of the flesh is not the Divine Love, though the Divine Love could not be without the development of the faculty of natural love.  So it is with all the Qualities of Being, for all have their symbolization in temporary consciousness before their reality appears and permanent consciousness is identified.  Permanent consciousness is gained in Christ-Truth and is the result of having absorbed from the record of the universe all that one has been through in lifetimes of unfoldment.  For this reason, one gained in Christ-Truth is an overcomer, for all formerly thought, felt, said and done are superseded by Spirituality and Truth, by which one has the Mind of Christ that is without condemnation, because all former things are understood.

Life has its positive and its negative poles of expression, even as do all other Qualities of Being; hence , one may appear to live more fully in one lifetime than in  others if the whole parade of lifetimes could be seen.  Life is entered into when Spiritual Illumination appears and one can understand the reason for existence, and can discern the Plan of Life, as God intended it.  The dying to the old man and his deeds, or to mortality, gives rise to the living death by which the forces of death (lack of love and intelligence developed through processes of mortal living) are mastered and overcome.  The living death leads to the gaining of Life eternal, and it is the quickening of the forces of death through the knowing of Truth that makes for this possibility.  Death cannot die unless it is made alive, and fortunately it can only be made alive in Truth; otherwise persons are dead in trespasses and sins throughout their courses of living until they are spiritually quickened and made alive.

Death of the natural man is a necessary disorganization to permit a new formation of consciousness in which egos may advance to the goal, that of attaining Christ-Truth.  It is evident that one short lifetime would be of little value toward this attainment, though an ego does attain Christ in one lifetime, but at the end of his or her mortal course.  When Spiritual Light is gained many hidden forces of the consciousness are brought to activity and one begins to master the self, not only as to his present existence but as to the stored up forces of past existences.  Many forces, hidden through lifetime of experiences, come to light when the light of the Spirit is turned in their direction, so that one’s overcoming continues so long as forces arise from the sub-consciousness.  The sub-consciousness of the ego is the individual identity of his or her record that corresponds to the record upon the universal thought-stuff or race mind; so that when one is absorbing what is within oneself, one is also absorbing one’s record from the universal photograph this making one’s identity in this planet obsolete.  So long as one’s picture is there, one will become an out-picturing of it through birth, and go through the processes of living, but for the purpose of reaching the goal set for Man from the foundation of the planet.  If the processes are opened by which the goal of Life is gained, the ego undergoes a living death and is opened into Life that is eternal.  The outworking of eternal life is through Christ, an ego so positioned becoming an agent of use in the Hands of God to serve the further unfoldment of the Divine Plan, by which all who can receive it are given an uplift and a new start toward attaining the same goal.

Death is a dissolution, a breaking up of the elements of consciousness and a dissemination of the essences into the centers of consciousness to which they relate.  What an ego has really gained, which can only relate to the Plan of the Spirit is never lost, but is an eternal part of the consciousness, though one may have not attained in an all-around manner to Truth prior to death.  All else, that is not the Truth, belongs to all and returns to the all, each ego assembling himself or herself at birth according to the dominancy of forces remaining aggregated as consciousness.  Truth is for all, but from a living center of consciousness, while personality that is subject to lifetimes of existence has nothing except it relates to the Laws and Principle of the Spirit that have been actually gained in processes of living.  It is the Being and not the Knowing that counts before the Divine Plane.  Hence, one can have all wisdom and all faith, and not have love, and still be nothing.  Love is the principle by which Being has actuality and form, and one must love the things of the Spirit to permit their formation in the consciousness.

Death is the end that makes for a new beginning, while Birth is the beginning that makes for an end, either through dying in the flesh or through dying to it.  When advancement permits, egos will die to themselves and become alive in the Spirit, but an all-around unfoldment is necessary to make this possible, for the consciousness, four-square, must enter the Kingdom.  The four-square is in having the forces of the spirit, soul, mind and body aligned and coordinated to Inner Principles and Laws.  Some have their minds in heaven and their souls still bound in hell; while some go through the processes of being piously religious in living, while inwardly they are “full of dead men’s bones and all iniquity.”  It is the whole art of living to coordinate the consciousness four-square, by which there is only One and that One Christ in you, the hope of glory; for it is through Christ that one is glorified and all one’s living is made to count toward forming reality and being.

CELEBRATION OF CHRIST’S RESURRECTION
The Easter celebration commemorates the Truth that Man attains to eternal life on this plane, in conscious recognition of God’s Plan of Life.  It is a commemoration of the triumph of Life over death, and the triumph of the spiritual reality over the material foes.  Few may understand the celebration of Easter, though they like to put on new garments as a symbol of the new consciousness man puts on when resurrected in Christ and Christ in him.  The new garments, to be real, must be the qualities of Truth, and few there be who even seek after these in the processes of living; except their course is so ordered and they have come to that necessity.  Each in his own time is born into the Kingdom of Heaven or spiritual realm of being and in conscious attainment of Its Principles and Laws, though only those whose destiny it is to be so born can make the attainment.  There is no truth in the religiously promoted thought that all are children of God; for some in mortality are children of the devil and are expected to do the dirty work required for the race at the end of the mortal course.  Mortality is built on the factor of duality, and if some ascend to a new order of life and being, there are those who also descend to carry back to another mortal planet the refuse of this planet’s progression.  Yet, Satan and his angels are as essential to the fulfillment of mortality as Christ and his angels.  The Plan of Life is an exact science and not a sentiment.
The resurrection of Christ in an organism of consciousness, called Jesus, is not a particular experience but is expected to be duplicated by all who become the children of God. “The things that I do shall ye do also; and even greater works shall they do because I go unto the Father.”  The greater works are incidental to a fuller outworking of the Plan of God in consciousness that is more fully progressed because of the introduction of the Father Principle of Being into the consciousness of the race at the first coming of Christ.  We would not expect God to stand still and do nothing more after having made known the first Principle of Its Plan, but would expect a greater work or unfoldment of that Plan.  All who believe in Christ are admonished to let Christ be made alive in them, to be spiritually born, to follow in the Path of the Spirit, and to put on the whole armor of God, that they may be found worthy to become the means by which the new creature in Christ can be revealed.  All this shows a living outworking, here and now, in one who can attain it and not a putting off of attainment until one reaches some other plane of existence.
The resurrection of Christ is a spiritual reality, and not a material fact.  God looketh upon the spiritual unfoldment of consciousness and deals with it accordingly; while the materially minded creatures look upon outer effects, seeing nothing of the unfolding Spirit within themselves or within others.  The resurrection of Christ is not only mental and spiritual, but it is physical as well; but the body that is now is not the body that is to be, but only a mere grain as of wheat or of some other kind, for God gives the Seed Principle one attains through spiritual birth, a body of its own.  Body is the formed expression of thoughts, words, feelings and deeds as well as the physical organism.  The material organism is the result of sexual seed, but the real body is the form that corresponds to forces of spirit, soul, mind and will, conformed to Principles and Laws of Truth.  This is the body of reality in which the Principle of Resurrection is at work.  This is the new body which the new garments at Easter time symbolize, for man is not clothed upon but must first unclothe himself that he may put off the mortality and put on immortality.  Immortality, the essences of spirituality, is the beginning of the unfoldment that leads to Reality and Truth and the means by which one is resurrected in newness of Life and Being.  It is not through the self-will that one puts on Reality and Being, but through an action of Divine Will, though one must have made oneself ready through being willing to know and to do the teachings of Truth.  It is a case of working to make oneself fit to become a workshop in which Christ can bring forth the Real Man and the Real Woman who has reality of Life and Being; this being the new creature in Christ who is born not through self-will or love but through the Will and Love of God.

WHAT CONSTITUTES BELIEF IN JESUS CHRIST

“He that believeth on the Son of God hath witness in him.  And the witness is this that God gave unto us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.  He that hath the Son hath the life; he that hath not the Son of God hath not the life.”  John: Chapter V

Belief in Jesus Christ is the basic essential of the Christian religion.  Man in unillumination, thinks that belief in Jesus Christ is merely that of believing that a man called Christ lived, was crucified, arose from the dead, and ascended into the throne of the Father to make intercessions for a sinful humanity.  This sort of belief does not make it necessary for sinful humanity to overcome its sins, therefore is negative in its effect and productive of the antichrist spirit.

All the literal activities experienced in the life of Jesus Christ have a spiritual significance, and no one really believes in Jesus Christ until he is unified with Him in his spirit, so that the activities which God revealed in Jesus are also being revealed in the individual believing.  Belief in its final analysis constitutes a conviction that makes it possible for the thing believed in to manifest in one’s life.  Belief is that which brings forth the works of faith.  Belief in Jesus Christ includes faith in Him as the Son of God identified in man, which causes this Son of God to be manifested in the character and life of the believer.  Before the Son of God can be brought forth in the individual, belief in Jesus Christ must bring to pass in the consciousness of man the crucifixion, the resurrection, and the ascension, even as it did in the man who revealed the Son of God.

How the Son is Identified in Consciousness:  The belief, entertained by the majority of Christians that humanity is saved from sin and death because Jesus Christ worked out His salvation from the carnal nature, in which is the germ of sin and death, is greatly false and misleading.  Humanity is saved from sin and its effect, death, when the same spirit that raised up Jesus quickens the mortal body of man and redeems Him from his self-imposed sense of separation from God.  This action of God cannot take place in man, and become an actual redeeming principle in the nature of the members of the Man family until, through purification, the spirit of Jesus Christ, planted in the consciousness of man, is allowed to germinate and grow.  Before man can have the Son, or Jesus Christ, that is life active in his consciousness, he must first crucify the old man with his lusts that make for death.  The overcoming of the carnal nature is the first step that establishes belief in Jesus Christ as an actual principle of regeneration.  “He that hath the Son hath the life; he that hath not the Son of God hath not the life.”
Man gives birth to the Son within when he lets the Will of God be done in him.  The Will of God cannot be set up so long as the will of the flesh dominates and controls man.  There are thousands of Christians, claiming to believe in Jesus Christ, who have never glimpsed the truth of the crucifixion of the carnal nature as an essential toward redemption.  Christ overcame the sensual resulting in His overcoming of death.  Jesus Christ cannot come to abide with the individual when the fleshly desires of this mortal centralize around the loves and lusts that do not promote the spiritual man.  The ego who believes in Jesus Christ must make God’s business his first concern.
To actually believe in Jesus Christ is to do the Truth set forth by Christ.  One thus lives so as to evolve oneself out of the death-promoting sensual mortal nature into life.

Christ and Jesus Christ:  The Ideal Man identified by God in man is Christ.  This Ideal in action is Jesus Christ.  Christ is the knowing Principle, while Jesus Christ is the Willing, or doing Principle of man.  In the internal nature Christ is Lord of the Spirit of man, while Jesus Christ is Lord of the soul.  In the internal nature, Christ characterizes purity of thought, while Jesus Christ is pure thought plus pure action.  In other words, Christ is Truth, while Jesus Christ is Truth and Love.  Truth and true Love joined as One in the consciousness of man brings forth the Son or Spiritual Man.  Man has now both the knowing and the willing principles of God quickened, therefore, he has the capacity to reveal the Son of himself with less tribulation than that experienced by the Man Jesus.  This is true like the man who improves an invention, he does not have to go through the intricate processes as the original invention had to do.  This indicates how Jesus Christ’s redemption affects man’s redemption.  Jesus Christ includes all that there is in Christ, plus the redemption of the body from the lusts of the flesh.
The Master declared that man could do many mighty works and still be unknown by the Lord, that is, not be in Jesus Christ Consciousness.  He called those using Spiritual Law to gain physical comfort and human good, “workers of iniquity.”  Christ, himself, refused to call upon the “legions of angels” to offset an experience when that experience meant the dying of the old sensual man in order that the Spiritual Man might be resurrected.  When John said, “There is a sin unto death; not concerning this do I say that he should make request,” he was referring to experiences of transformation common to those putting on Jesus Christ Consciousness.  John’s message was to the “little flock” to be gathered as the fruit of belief in Jesus Christ.

Two Schools of Spiritual Thought:  One School teaches Christ and the other Jesus Christ.  Except those putting on Christ, or purity of thought, also put on Jesus Christ, or purity of will (body), they deny that Jesus Christ can come in the flesh and become the antichrist body referred to in Scripture in the Fourth Chapter of I John.  The tendency of one school to materialize body by declaring it to be matter and unreal, is the rejection of Jesus Christ in the flesh.  This declaration is especially made by those centralizing thought about Christ, seeing man as he is in Spirit, without also seeing that the Spiritual idea idealized must be born, and that all ideas are one with their manifestation.  The manifestation of a Spiritual Idea cannot be unless the old man with his lusts be crossed out.  “Ye cannot put new wine into old wineskins.”  A new skin or a new body must be formed along with the spiritual concept of mind in order that the Spiritual Ideas may be housed in this new body.  The Immortal man is the perfect blending of spirit, soul, mind and body, and is the Holy City that is to descend out of heaven from God, referred to in Revelation.  This man is to be the product of belief in Jesus Christ, and is to be born out of regeneration.
Regeneration begins where generation leaves off.  That is, regeneration in Christ can occur when one has renounced attachment to the various activities of mortal generation.  Attachments set up in the fleshly activities of generation include both the lusts and loves of the Adamic nature, that is, both good and evil.  Both good and evil belong to evolutionary consciousness, founded in mortal generation.  Christ is above the dual state of good and evil; while Jesus Christ represents the “twain that were joined in God’ consciously joined.  The “twain that was joined in God” is the Spirit and Soul, which have their external manifestation as the Mind and the Body.  Before the twain that God joined can be made One, or the within and the without can be as One, the body must be both understood and redeemed.  The body formed in generation is sinful, sickly and dying.  No amount of truth can heal this body.  It must be dissolved out of its mortality into immortality, and this can only be accomplished through regeneration.  Regeneration involves the knowledge of error, as well as truth.  Error is known when it is unknown.  The body will be redeemed from its evil states only when the activities of the carnal nature are unknown.  That is unknown that is known and renounced.

The student of Truth deceives himself in thinking that he can dismiss the desires of the body through purity of thought alone.  The whole desire nature, which is the will, must be consciously overcome, through reversal of desire, just as an impure thought is reversed by a pure one.  The will of the body is the sex consciousness.   The sex consciousness cannot be unknown until it is known.  That is, the nothingness of sex desire cannot be realized nor Christ revealed to consciousness until one understands himself in both his mortal and his spiritual nature.  Redemption is based upon understanding, and not upon refusal to understand.  “Not one jot or tittle of the law shall pass until all shall be fulfilled.  “The law is polarity, duality, and Love is the fulfilling of the Law.  There is no Love active in consciousness except in Christ.  All forms of human love come out of the sex consciousness, and do not constitute the character of the Love that Jesus Christ had for humanity.  His Love was born through crossing out the activities of the carnal loves and ascending above the plane of duality into Christ.
The tendency of some of our religious (so-called) schools to base their the teachings upon the standard of Jesus Christ and then to ignore the fundamentals that make for the birth of Jesus Christ, viz., understanding and overcoming of the sex consciousness, results in a delusion.  There is no Jesus Christ standard unless one builds on the Rock and the Rock is not laid until Jesus Christ is born in consciousness.  Jesus Christ is not born until consciousness has become pure enough to receive His Spirit, and this it can only do through understanding what constitute impurity, and through crossing out these impure states both in mind and body.  The tendency of religious systems to teach everything but the Truth is because as yet the Truth is not popular.  Man is not on earth to gain external riches, but to gain heavenly riches; to come into life and to be perfect even as the Father in heaven is perfect.  Man is to possess himself, not houses and lands, wives and children.  Man is to reveal the glories of God and to project Heaven in the Earth; but the Earth is not the world with its lusts.  The Earth is the manifestation of the Heavens of God.  The fruit of a Spiritual Idea thought, loved and lived, goes to make up the Earth of the Heaven God Idealized.
Truth is not known until sex consciousness is unknown.  The attitude of so-called religious teachers on sex implies that they have not overcome their carnal nature.  Let no one deceive himself by thinking that he can function in sense consciousness and at the same time express Spiritual Ideas of Life and Love.  One cannot express what is not known.  Knowing Truth is more than intellectually perceiving a Spiritual Idea.  One knows Truth when he perceives a Spiritual Idea in his mind, conceives it in his soul, and lives it in his body.  That is, actualizes it in his life.  In this way Truth, Love and Life are joined as One and Spiritual man is expressing Spiritual Ideas.

Changes in Newer Religious Movements:  As the conflict between spirit and flesh becomes more marked in the consciousness of humanity, many changes have occurred in the newer movements of religion.  These changes tend toward the broad way that leads to destruction.  The New Thought movement has adopted a resolution forbidding it’s teachers and field lecturers to teach anything about sex, implying that this understanding is not essential to attain spirituality.  Regeneration makes the overcoming of sex essential to gain redemption.  There is a struggle of Christ and the antichrist, and will lead to the dissolution of all external religious organization.  In the final analysis, the only religious organization that can survive is man founded upon the rock of regeneration.  That is man redeemed from the activities of the carnal and personal nature.  
Since purity of consciousness enables priests, leaders and teachers to come into closer contact with the indwelling Spirit, it should have a like influence on the masses.  The Truth must be taught so that it may be identified in consciousness.  Only those who have ears to receive it can receive it.  Though these whose ears are closed are not harmed by its dissemination.  The teaching of Truth implies the uncovering of error.  This scientific fact alone accounts for the ruthless exposure of the religious trickeries of His day by the Master.  Christ uncovered the errors of the chief priests, the scribes and the Pharisees.  Error should be known and overcome not condemned.  In this way idolatrous religious states are broken up and egos set free to worship the one living God within.
Belief in the Name of Jesus Christ:  Names comes from a root word meaning character.  To believe in the name of Jesus Christ is to identify with His Character.  The unilluminated Christian thinks that to believe in the name of Jesus Christ is like believing in some celebrated person like Columbus.  This kind of belief does not inspire one to transform one’s character, nor to give up any of mortal pleasures.   It is the pleasant evil to which man is so attached that stands between him and the manifestation of the Ideal Man, or Jesus Christ in the flesh.  Man does not function in the name of Jesus Christ until there is incorporated into the mind and the will (body) the consciousness of Truth that will make for sinlessness.  To believe in the name of Jesus Christ is to develop into a new creature, a new character to regenerate.

Now is the Accepted Time:  The religion of Jesus Christ is based upon living beliefs in Him.  Now is the time the professing believer is called upon to test his faith by his works.  The acceptance of His Spirit constitutes a life devoted to overcoming the activities of the sinful nature of man.  When man refuses to do that which makes it possible for Spiritual Man to be revealed, he does not accept Jesus Christ, but denies Him.  Jesus Christ is the Word made flesh, and the Word cannot become flesh, or manifest to man except man prepares to receive it in his external nature.  When Jesus Christ is fully revealed as Spiritual Man, man will be God manifested.  This Man will be identified in mind and body, as well as in spirit and soul.  Humanity is to reveal fuller fruits of the Action of God that Jesus Christ revealed in this next climax of God’s Law for man.  The body, which has been slain since the foundation of the world, will come into its own.  The earth of the heavens referred to in the first verse of Genesis will be brought forth.  The prayer of the Christian world, “They will be done in the earth, even as it is in heaven,” is to be fulfilled.

The climaxed expression of belief in Jesus Christ is Eternal Life.  A believer in Jesus Christ is overcoming the world, the flesh and the devil, in which is the germ of death.  As man consciously dies to all that makes for death he is resurrected into life.  An over-comer is one who comes-over from low states of consciousness to spiritual heights.  At the last day, that is, at the last lap of man’s sojourn in mortality, the actual believer in Jesus Christ will be raised up, or will ascend above the activities of mortality into the freedom of Immortal Being.  This transition is to be accomplished in life through a process of dying to the carnal nature, and is not to be accomplished in death through cessation of bodily activities.  “For this is the Will of the Father that everyone that beholdeth the Son and believeth on Him should have eternal Life; and I will raise him up at the last day.”
Christmas Time Gives Birth to the Son:  Scientifically speaking, Christmas Time is the season when the Son of God is born in man and sonship revealed.  All the spiritual forces governing both the consciousness of man and the universe are in conjunction to give birth to the Christ ego in him who is willing and ready to receive it.  Christmas time is a season of prayer, devotion, and liberality of spirit, all of which invites the fuller action of God in the Soul.  Every day is Christmas Day to one who has made union with the Spirit of Truth within.  The Christmas feast is always spread for the Soul who sups with the Indwelling Lord.

THE WHO AND WHY OF JESUS CHRIST

After two thousand years, Jesus Christ is the most talked of character of this universe.  The consciousness of Divinity to which He attained outweighs the consciousness of the whole race.  The force of Character which He expressed is the Power that moulds and shapes the world today.  Attained independent of personality, Christ proved conclusively that it is not through personality that power is liberated, but through surrendering of personality that power is liberated.  Yet, the average Christian, orthodox or scientific in his training, has barely glimpsed the significance of the Life of Jesus Christ.  The significance of Christ as a man who manifested in physical form or as an Omnipresent principle of regenerate life still active in humanity; is seldom realized.  
The Christian of the orthodox school believes Jesus Christ to have been favored by God and to have been specifically ordained by God to save a world of humanity from its sins.  This belief makes it appear that God was well aware of the sins of the race, and sent a special envoy to redeem mankind.  Or that God so manipulated the affairs of man that he would sin (man) and need saving.  Out of this supposition has grown the belief that Jesus Christ was a distinct type of man, and that God is person, partial and a designing Creator.  This thinking has left the Christian of the orthodox school negative in his faith, and almost hopeless in his aspirations of spiritual attainment.  The “Jesus did it all” theory common to the orthodox would have done much to promote a shiftless and do-less Christianity, and is even now one of the reasons hastening the dissolution of the church.  Churches built upon the sands of supposition must return to dust, and all hail to the day when the old bottles burst that the new wine of Life of the Spirit now pouring into the consciousness of humanity may have newer and purer bottles in which to express Itself.

On the other hand, there is a vast army of teachers and students of the scientific world of metaphysics who see only a historical man, called Jesus Christ.  These people have not the faintest conception of the Principles of Spirituality out of which Jesus Christ was evolved, they having turned in the direction of metaphysics for the loaves of bread and the fishes and the personal attainment that it offers. What shall it profit a man if he knows how to use Spiritual Law to heal a headache if he does not know how to transform his darkened consciousness so as to come into the everlasting light?  This can only be accomplished through the regenerating Principle of Jesus Christ.

Out of the schools of metaphysics and orthodoxy a few uphold the pure, unadulterated teachings of Jesus Christ.  This teaching is to reconcile science with religion, orthodoxy with metaphysics, church with state, and lay the foundation of a religious brotherhood in Christ.  These few are they who have received the quickening spirit through the union of both Wisdom and Love (head and heart) in their consciousness, and who perceive the significance of the attainment of Jesus Christ.  The attainment of Christ is the completed result of victory over the carnal nature or the surrendering of the mortal will and desires of the personal sense ego, so that in natural order the Divine Will may bring forth an Immortal ego.

There is much more to Jesus Christ than appears on the surface.  No one can attain his perfection in Christ Nature until he understands and feels the intimate relation of Jesus Christ to humanity and the part He bears in promoting the salvation of the individual aspiring Godward.  Jesus Christ is the Lord of the universe; that is, He is the Word or Law of God demonstrated.  Jesus Christ as Lord, is to God what the perfect answer in mathematics is to the Principle of mathematics.  He is the perfect solution of God to man.  Jesus Christ is the Word that was with God in the beginning; in other words, He is God’s Idea of Himself objectified as the Divine Natural Man, The Grand Man of the Universe, the Word made Flesh.  Jesus Christ is both the “heavens” and the “earth” idealized by God, and referred to in the first chapter of Genesis, manifested.  He is the Ideal Man brought forth in Ideal Form.  Jesus Christ is the Love of God made visible to man.  His was affected not by a designing Creator, but by the natural evolutionary unfoldment of the Principle of God in consciousness or in Man.  The Beloved Son was the natural result of the communion of the Father-Mother Who said “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness.”

The Divine Idea Man, planted as a seed in the soil of universal consciousness, manifested Itself as Jesus Christ; therefore, He was called the promised Seed.  It is recorded that at the culmination of a Zodiacal cycle the Lord or Law of God manifests in tangible form.  Jesus Christ was the sixth expression of this Law, and the seventh is at hand to be followed by the eternal Sabbath or Day of Rest.

The bringing forth of Jesus Christ was not a superhuman event, though it was above the laws of carnal nature.  The celestial Virgin in which Mary was the symbol, was with God in the beginning as the matrix in which Light moved to idealize Its Ideas.  The action of this Light culminated in Christ, the Ideal Man.  The Christ Ideal Man constituted the celestial nature of Jesus Christ, and in this particular He partook of the nature of the Father, the Creative Principle of the Universe.  Mary was the woman, who, through the action of God, had become pure enough in soul to receive the movement of the Word, which contained in Itself the Image of the Ideal Man.  The Christ Ideal Man became living substance in the womb of Mary through the action of God.  The womb being the gestating center of the animal life of man, designated in Genesis as the “beasts of the field, the fishes of the sea,” those deep undercurrents of life active in the consciousness.  In this way, the Ideal Man or Word remained in the Father, or “life from above,” but took on form the Word becoming flesh, in the seed life (“life from below”) of the Virgin Mary.
On the one side Jesus Christ touched God, while on the other He touched man.  Jesus Christ said to the Jews, “I am from above, but you are from below; I am not of this world, but you are of this world.”  If Jesus Christ had been born through sex copulation, and not from a pure, celestial and chaste Virgin, such as Mary with her purity of soul, He would have been of this world.  The human nature which He took on through the blood of Mary makes Him a brother to all men in the external consciousness, while the Christ nature makes Him a brother to all men in the internal consciousness.  Therefore, we rejoice continually that the Spirit of Christ is active in the soul and body of man as a regenerating Principle to transform and redeem mankind.

Jesus Christ partook both of the Spirit of Christ or Divine Man, and the desire nature of the animal Adam.  The Christ Spirit in Jesus was the ascending life, the Life of God.  The animal spirit was the curse of the first Adam, and was the descending life.  It was this descending nature in Jesus Christ that died.  It could not have died if Jesus Christ had not, through an Action of Mind, first died to Its desires.  Jesus Christ refused to enter His Will into the animal desire nature.  For the moment the will enters into the animal desire nature, action of the desire is set up and corruptible fruit is in the process of coming forth.  The fruit of a corrupt desire is a corrupt thought, culminating in a corrupt cell in the body consciousness.  Through the intelligence of the Christ Mind, Jesus Christ bruised the head of the serpent of sense.  He killed out carnal desire and transmuted the descending life into pure, holy thought substance which in turn became manifested as the immortal cell consciousness of the body.  It was the “seed of the woman,” and not the seed of the man that bruised the “head of the serpent of sense;” or in other words, it was the overshadowing of the Divine Spirit in the consciousness of Jesus Christ that enabled Him to meet and overcome the desires of the animal nature, to which He attached Himself when He touched the seed-life of the Virgin Mary.  Mary was attuned to Adam in her fleshly nature but at-one with God in her soul essence.
Jesus Christ was an overcomer of the fleshly desire man, and all His Promises are made to the overcomer.  “He that overcometh shall inherit all things.”  “To Him that overcometh will I give to set down with Me in the Father’s throne even as I overcame, and sat down with the Father in His throne.”  “To him that overcometh will I give of the hidden manna.”  “And he that overcometh and he that keepeth my words until the end, to him will I give authority over all the nation.”  It was His victory over the desires of the Adam nature tht caused Jesus Christ to proclaim, “All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth,” heaven and earth standing for the Idea and the form of the Idea entertained in mind.  The form of an idea is the cell of the physical consciousness; it always partakes of the character of the causative idea.  If the imagination of man is kept stayed in God, his thought form is pure and undefiled and the Will of God is done in the Earth as it is in Heaven.  Dominion in the realm of ideas means absolute dominion over the body.
It was the body of personality that Jesus Christ shed when He took on Immortality.  This body of personality was the aggregation of limited thoughts called the “coats of skins” in the Third Chapter of Genesis.  The individuality of Jesus Christ, which was established by consciously identifying His Thought with God, was absorbed into the Eternal God consciousness.  Today this ruling Principle of the universe is felt as Jesus Christ.  This Ruling Principle is Jesus Christ, for He became One with the Father, or Jehovah God.  This Principle of God has all power, authority and dominion over the formed world.  Jesus Christ completed the cycle of Eternity and entered into eternal individual consciousness.  His Immortal Life was matured as the First Fruits of Immortality, and His visible form was dissolved and absorbed.  “The things that I do shall ye do also, and even greater things because I go unto the Father.”  The Father Creative Principle is not only a Divine Ideal in consciousness, but is a Divine Ideal in perfect action.  Jesus Christ is the causative impetus of redemption in both the soul and body of man.

Jesus Christ, the Divine Natural Man, was a Biune Man; that is, He was male and female in One.

He became one with the Father, and the Father in Divine Wisdom created man in His Image and Likeness, One, both male and female.  Since Jesus Christ was the perfect representation of God in action, or perfect consciousness, He had to become conscious of His biunity.  This He attained through overcoming the desires of the carnal nature, the psychic veil which separates the soul and body.  He wrent the veil, and He, Himself, became the wall of partition between the soul and the body.  Under an exact Law the Idea of Oneness with God entered in the Mind of Jesus Christ, begot oneness in cell consciousness and death, the fruit of duality was wiped out; while Immortality, the fruit of the idea of oneness was established as the governing factor of His Body.

So long as men and women believe in the external union of the male and female to produce the body of man, they are not joined in consciousness with God nor can they bring forth the immortal man.   Death will claim the fruit of the body as long as man believes in duality, or the sexes.  It is the union of the male and the female poles of consciousness within the individual that begets in him the new creature in Christ, or the immortal man.  Only through daily dying to the desires of the carnal nature can the action of God take precedent in the consciousness of man and usher him into spirituality and immortality.  It was through the surrender of the self will that Jesus Christ connected Himself with the original Word and Will of God, and this Will produced perfection in His Consciousness, for there was nothing to obstruct or hinder Its perfect action.
We perceive our relation to Jesus Christ and His place in the salvation of humanity in His wonderful teaching of the vine and the branches.  The plant by the roadside yields its members to accomplish a given purpose in its own particular floral family, first the seed, then the root, the stem, the bud and the full-blown flower.  This is followed by the death of the flower to form the seed for the next crop.  Jesus Christ was the flower of the Seed Idea Man God planted in consciousness.  The Light of the Chris Mind was the sun that nourished and sustained all his members, and brought him a full-blown flower into the Kingdom of Heaven, or Spiritual Consciousness.  He perceived that humanity was one just as the seed, the root, the stem, the bud and the flower of a plant is one, but He also discerned that man was ignorant of his relation to the Father-Parent; that man was unconscious of the Christ of himself.  So He willingly gave up the flower of Himself to become the seed of a new vine of humanity in which there should be not the knowledge of good and evil of the first Adam uppermost in consciousness, but that there might be the knowledge of the perfection of man in Christ.  When tempted to shun this task he strengthened Himself with the words, “Except a grain of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth by itself alone; but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.”
The Christian world that accepts Jesus Christ in the flesh through overcoming the carnality of nature is the fruit of the vine of humanity which has sprouted from the seed sown by Jesus Christ in full knowledge of the unity of all men in Christ.  When Jesus Christ fell into the ground and died, that is, was willing to lose the sense of personality and to relinquish the activities of the human will, He let the element of spirituality take precedent in His Consciousness.  And thus He entered into Eternal Light and Life.  To Jesus Christ belongs the glory and honor of having quickened in man the Light of God; while the Light was in man, yet it was inactive until Jesus Christ quickened it through the liberation of His Mighty Intelligence.  A man conscious of God quickens others into consciousness of God, just as a Spiritual Idea active in mind has a quickening and vitalizing effect upon the whole consciousness.  Hence, it is written of Jesus Christ that He became the Head of the Body, the Head standing for the Light or Intelligence.  It is literally true that Jesus Christ died to personal sense in order that humanity might have life, but consciousness of life is an individual attainment.  Man is not alive because Jesus Christ died to personal sense, but man is alive in the degree that he too attains consciousness of his Divine nature through dying to the desires of the flesh.
Since Jesus Christ is the Head of the Body of humanity, and is immortal, humanity has in it the quickening spirit of immortality.  Jesus Christ became the seed of a new race and reconstructed the whole vine of humanity, changing its nature from corruption to incorruption.  This accounts for His famous discourse, “Abide with me.  As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; so neither can ye, except ye abide in me.  I am the vine, and ye are the branches; He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same beareth much fruit; for apart from me ye can do nothing.  If ye abide in me and my words abide in you, ask whatsoever ye will and it shall be done unto you.”  There is nothing as important in spiritual unfoldment as the appropriation of the words of Jesus Christ as recorded in the Bible.
Every event in the Life of Jesus Christ has a universal significance, and at no time in the history of His Life have we seen so many mysteries brought to light as we do today.  The descent of Jesus Christ into the grave symbolizes the descent of the Christ Spirit into the degenerate hells of human sensualism of which the earth is a type.  The earth or form of ideas had been cursed with death, but through the descent of the Christ Spirit into matter, the curse is removed and the Body, the outer form of the Man Idea, is redeemed from death.  The birth of Jesus Christ by the Virgin typifies the pure soul necessary to receive the quickening Spirit, and to pass ideas over into bodily form.  The Mary motherhood is the internal consciousness and relates purely to the bringing forth of the Christ Man in the individual life.  It has nothing to do with the external relation of the sexes to reproduce a child.  “That which is born of the spirit is spirit; that which is born of the flesh is flesh.”  The noble part of the soul will always be ashamed of the sex embrace, even though it be expressed only for reproduction, for the sex embrace is outside the Kingdom of God.  It was set into activity when man separated himself from the Creative Word and Its Divine Principles of reproduction.

There can be no sex purity, however, much fleshly reproduction may be lifted out of the lustful mire into which it has fallen.  The realization of this Truth alone will turn the hearts of men and women to desire to glorify God in their bodies.  With this uppermost in the Consciousness, the male and female poles of consciousness will bend in conjugal unism in the individual and bring the ego into the biune nature.  It follows that every man who overcomes the desires of the flesh will eventually be in the Image and Likeness of the Lord Jesus, having taken on the character of the Androgyne Man.  The unity of the male and female elements of consciousness is established through the perfect blending of the will with the understanding; or the soul and body acting as one in Truth, not in sex or personality.  “Not everyone that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the Kingdom of heaven, but he that doeth the Will of my Father who is in heaven.”  To do the Will of the Father involves the relinquishment of self-will with its corresponding sex desire.
Jesus Christ is greater than Christ just as the perfect demonstration of health is greater than the idea of health contained in the mind.  Jesus Christ is brought forth as the result of the union of the Christ Intelligence with the redeemed love nature, and through this union in humanity the perfect branches of the One Vine show themselves as Immortal Manhood.  Jesus Christ is the “tree of Life” made visible as the microcosmic man.  Because of this, John declared Him to be the Creator of all the Sons of God who are to be born as the fruit of the Christian dispensation; who are to perfect the body of Jesus Christ.  These Sons are the legitimate offspring of the regeneration that entered into the consciousness of humanity when Jesus Christ impregnated it with His Own Essence of Life.  Jesus Christ was the first born of them that slept; surely others are to be born out of the sleep carnality and death, through loyal cooperation with the Head of the body of humanity.  If a man be raised with Christ, he continually seeks those things which are from above.  He continually seeks to put himself in holy thought and harmonious act.  His thought and action have the goal of the glorification of God in the earth rather than the glorification of the personal self.
HOW THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN COMES INTO THE EARTH

The hope of the Christian world is for the coming of the Kingdom of Heaven into the earth.  Christians have different ideas as to what heaven is, and as to when the how it comes, though in reality there is only One Way, the Way of Truth and Science. Differences of opinions indicate the different modes of development of the thinkers, but the One Thinker has Its One Way by which Its Plan is unfolded and perfected.  That Way is Christ, for Christ is the Way, the Truth and the Life.  Christ is the identification in consciousness of the Principles and Laws of Being (God), and has its identity in Man, in whom the Male and the Female poles of Being have become One.  Oneness is the characteristic of God, with Christ in Its two comings, working out both poles of god as the Image-Likeness in heaven and the Male-Female in the earth.
NATURE OF THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN

The Kingdom of Heaven is the totality of the Qualities of Being gained through conforming the four departments of consciousness to the Principles and Laws of Being.  Unfoldment through the ages of lifetimes reveals these Principles and Laws by which one is quickened to know the Kingdom of Heaven.  The first one to attain to this kingdom, said to Peter, who types the self state of consciousness, “The Kingdom of God is within you.”  The Kingdom of God is the Realm of Being that is back of the Kingdom of Heaven, the Kingdom of God being the invisible and the Kingdom of Heaven being the visible plane of Being.  Being is not God invisible and unexpressed, but that of God that has been unfolded by means of consciousness.  The totality of this Being is Christ, though Christ is first present as Qualities of Being making up the realm of Heaven.  However, a the Second coming of Christ, now working out in the race, earth is one with the heaven, the formed expression of the Qualities of Being making up the righteous earth.  It is at the First Coming of Christ that the Kingdom of Heaven is a realm of spiritual ideas and qualities without form, though the descent of these qualities with their principles and laws into the race in the Law of the Cross, was that action of the Divine Laws by which the Earth could be united with the Heaven and the two as One appear as the Second Coming of Christ.
The Kingdom of Heaven is a realm within the consciousness of Man, but mortal egos must attain to the character of Man, and become conscious of this realm to enter into Heaven.  This necessitates putting on the childlike heart, establishing purity through understanding all things in relation to the Plan of Life, and becoming empty of the materialized thoughts and feelings, putting on the meekness and humility of one resting in the love and protection of Truth; and finally, becoming perfect as the Father (Laws) in Heaven is perfect, which is attained only through knowing the Truth and forming the forces of spirit, soul, mind and body to It’s Principles and Laws.  Since the Plan of God contains the goal to be attained by consciousness, with the Principles and Laws by which this goal is attained, the processes of living afford the opportunity for the Plan to perfect Itself and to produce Its fruit.  It is evident that if the Kingdom of Heaven is within consciousness, that one attains it through living and not through dying; though dying to the self to put on the Love of the Lord, by which is the genuine Love of the Neighbor, is a final act toward entering into the Kingdom of Heaven. 
Heaven is the realm of spiritual ideas and intelligence gained through living.  The human qualities are the means by which the realm of Heaven is opened, for no one enters into the Kingdom of Heaven through the animal nature.  Yet, the genuine human is unfolded from the qualities of Heaven gained; hence, the human that is necessary as a step of natural progression is the supremacy of good over evil, this being a stepping stone to higher advancement.  There is a first Heaven and a final one.  The first Heaven is what is conceived of the spiritual while still retaining something of the self-will and while working to gain the selfless state.  When the Divine Will takes over the consciousness that has become selfless, and opens it to know the Plan, the final Heaven includes an understanding of the dual world and the passing away of formerly conceived ideas as to God, Christ, etc.  Thus, the first Heaven and the first Earth that pass away to permit the identification of the righteous Heaven and the righteous Earth, are made up of what one has conceived about the spiritual in the absence of Truth.  Truth puts the finishing touches to all things when it has been gained, offsetting many cherished ideas and beliefs that have served well enough in one’s path of natural unfoldment, but which have no sanctification for being in the Plan of Life.
The belief that the Kingdom of Heaven is a realm into which people go for a happy aftermath of living, when they die, is a part of the first Heaven and the first Earth that pass away, for there is no Truth in the belief.  People who die to sin put off the mortality and put on the immortality of Spirituality of Being while alive, thus, stepping up to the path of regeneration to which Christ’s first coming pointed them.  The first one to make this attainment becomes the center of Being in which the Second Coming of Christ functions, and from which the new heavens and the new earth work out.  The false beliefs about God and Christ, developed in a progressing Christian world also make up the first Heaven that passes away, for they are not sanctioned by Truth.  The reality of Heaven is gained when the import of spiritual ideas and principles is felt as a living power and presence in the organism of consciousness.  When Heaven is established in consciousness, through its regeneration from the natural to the spiritual, one is able to translate all outer things into their invisible qualities and reconcile them to the Plan of Life; hence, heaven is characterized by a love that is gained through understanding.  Yet, one still living in the mortal world must outwardly cope with its forces and conditions, without which the qualities of Heaven gained would not be projected toward the plane of the world for its overthrow and ultimate subjection.  Thus, it is written that “He who is without sin is made to be sin for the life of the race.”  It is a belief of the first heaven that the spiritually progressing are untouched by the material forces of the world; yet, if Christ can suffer because of sins of the race, those who follow Christ partake of a like suffering for the Kingdom of Heaven’s sake.  “Inasmuch as ye are partakers of Christ’s sufferings, rejoice; that at the revelation of His glory also ye may rejoice with exceeding joy.”  “Wherefore let them also that suffer according to the Will of God commit their souls in well-doing unto a faithful Creator.”
THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN COMES INTO THE EARTH

The earth is the formed expression of Being.  It is the form of thought, feeling and action, not alone the soil of the planet that is called earth.  That this planet is called Earth indicates it is to receive the formed expression of the Plan of God in Its completion, on the physical or bodily plane.  The Kingdom of Heaven can come into the earth or formed plane of expression only through Its being gained as the Qualities of Being, in which are the Principles and Laws that operated to cause the Qualities to be gained.  This gain in its centralized realm is Christ’s Consciousness.  Thus, all power is given unto Christ in Heaven and in Earth, when Christ is identified in consciousness and the manifestation of that Spirit as Man.  Man is a name applied to consciousness in which the nature of God is unfolding, and embraces the human qualities on the earthly or formed plane, and the spiritual qualities that are behind the human in those who have attained to both the human and the spiritual.  Those in the animal nature, never having gained any of the human nature through overcoming the mastering material weaknesses of thought, feeling and deed, do the antichrist works at the appearance of Christ, and are without knowledge of the Plan of Life for the race.  Yet, the darkness serves the Plan of God but in a subconscious manner, it being wiped off the record when the Light is formed, and a higher standard of God identified for the race to attain.
Christ Consciousness is the Pattern, the Standard, but this must be sown into the race, as a seed is sown into the soil of the earth, to permit it to grow and bring forth after its kind.  Thus, the Spirit of the First coming of Christ becomes formed among us and is revealed as the Earth of the Second Coming that is One with the Heavens or Spiritual qualities.  The Earth is always the formed expression of Spiritual qualities, when righteously premised.  The union of the Earth or form and the Heavens or Qualities in a consciousness is the central throne of Being from which the Laws of God operate to project all gained, as qualities and their forms (heaven and earth) into the race consciousness to be formed and brought forth in those who partake of the Spirit of God, as Christ.  The ultimate form of Spiritual Qualities is Christ.  Thus, Christ Jesus is the union of the Heavens (Qualities of Being) and their form, tht Law of God that is the same yesterday, today and forever.  Jesus Christ is not person but united Earth and Heavens of Being, though having Its identification in a consciousness in whom this goal of Being has been gained.
The crossing into the race of all gained in one consciousness of Qualities of Being and their form (Heavens and Earth; Christ Jesus) in the Law of the Cross is the means by which others who can receive Him (Christ) are quickened to bring forth a like state of Being.  However, the Standard or Pattern contained in Christ Consciousness is there to which all in a cycle of progression are approved or disapproved whether they are aware of it or not.  If there is a standard attainment in horse racing or broad jumping will who race horses or broad jump are measured to this standard, whether they know it exists or not; and if they should claim superior attainments in these thing, they would discover that higher standards exist.  Even so, Truth the ultimate attainment of perfection and knowing, keeps everything lesser to itself in its place, and by its very existence repudiates that which is without sanctification in its Principles and Laws.  People are judged at the end of mortality (now ending) by the Standard set in Christ Truth whether they know that the Standard is set or not, and suffer according to the degree of their falling short of the goal to be attained.  The race suffers as much for what it has failed to do as for the wrong done, for wrong that is done is a state of development that offers its own punishment and remedy; but what is not done by which the Standard is upheld is a form of death and negation that promotes chaos and inharmony that are difficult to understand or to destroy. 
The Kingdom of Heaven is a realm of Spiritual qualities, with their spiritual forms of Being; hence, their projection into the race is in spiritual laws, known to one functioning the Plan of God for all.  Thus, the Kingdom of Heaven comes without observation, for it must be spiritually discerned if people are to profit by its Qualities and reap a harmonious effect.  It is through Being, which is living in Truth, that the qualities of Heaven are disseminated.  Truth known is to the race consciousness as the light and heat of the sun are to the race and the planet, instantly operative everywhere they can be received.  Truth does not call attention to Itself anymore than the light and heat of the sun call attention to themselves, but continues to be and to perform Its function whether it is known or received.  Many conditions in the world today are due to the wrong relation of forces of spirit, soul, mind and body of people to the Standard of Truth set, at the First and the Second Coming of Christ, but the inharmonies promoted are chastening if people can profit by them, though they act as the lash of the schoolmaster that whips them to Christ.  However, when the Plan of God is fulfilling an era of development, as it is now fulfilling mortality, it is rather a late hour to turn to Christ; yet, there is a time to the eleventh hour when repentance or turning away from the path of error may work out; after which there is a remaining of those who are righteous and those who are unrighteous for the final judgment.
WHEN THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN COMES INTO THE EARTH

When pertains to time.  Time, as an era of progression, is the measurement in which consciousness completes itself in Christ.  The completion of consciousness is in the union of the spirit, soul, mind and body in the Love of the Lord, or in the Love of the Divine Laws (Lord).  There is a time for the action of God to prove up the planet, though this is preceded by the proving up of a state of consciousness from which God acts to universalize to all that which has been gained in one.  This is called the end of mortality, though it has a spiritual or heavenly ending and an earthly or bodily ending.  The First coming of Christ marked the spiritual ending that is comparable to the completion of the Creative Plan, referred to in Genesis, that is, finished before the formed expression of the Plan is worked out.  The Second coming of Christ is the outworking of the Plan, introduced in the first coming, though it has a beginning and an end, called in recent revelations the “time of the end, and the end of time,” or the beginning of the end, and the end; that is, the introduction of the Principles in the Plan to complete mortality, and the completion of their operation, which reveals the fruits.

The time of God’s action is always Omnipresent to the Creative Plan, but to the race, confined to Time even the actions of God have definite times of identification.  Thus, a movement of God among men can be said to occur at such a time, as measured in hours, days and years.  The spiritual action is continuous and in Omnipresence, but the fruit of these actions is revealed in Time, at definite stated times.  Scientifically, the Kingdom of Heaven comes into the Earth when the Plan of God has completed Itself, by means of consciousness used to function the Plan.  When all of God introduced into mortality to be known is consciously known, the time has come for God to introduce more of Itself (Wisdom and Love united as Truth) to be unfolded; thus Christ, the means by which God works in Man (race: humanity) is the beginning and the end, these definite expressions behind the scenes of the outer plane, with the fruits of these actions entering without so much observation, though finally establishing a New Order.  However, at the end of mortality, when a definite and final action of the Creative Plan is fulfilled, and a New Order is established, it is evident that changes occur by which that New Order can be.  These changes are in Time, but the Plan working out to introduce a New Order is Omnipresence, and in the Power of God.  
The When of the coming of the Kingdom of Heaven in the Earth is always known by one in Truth, this being as definite in measures of time as the times of eating and sleeping.  The outer effect of these actions is diversified and noticeable as changes coming onto the formed plane, but that is not to say they come by chance.  Mathematics and science issue from the movement of the Divine Plan, and are specifically identified.  Even so, the movements of the Divine Plan are specific actions occurring at ten seconds of a specific hour, which revelations showed would be ten seconds and not any other aspect of measurement of time. It is absurd to think that the Divine Plan does not move in exactness of what we call Time, even though it is moving in its own realm in Omnipresence.  There would be no Order in the universe if the Divine Plan could move when it pleased, without regard to science or mathematics.  It is because of the importance of Time in the movement of the Divine Plan that Time becomes such an importance to people, seeking to become perfect as the Father in Heaven (Laws of Being) is perfect.  It is scientific fact that no one knows the hour, nor the day, when the Laws of Being move, not even the Son in whom they will move, but only the Father or Laws of Being that are moving (who know their movement when it occurs and is consciously known), but this is not to say that the conscious knowing of the movement of Divine Laws is not in Time.
The time of the movement of the Divine Laws is in their ability to act in consciousness, and is not controlled by consciousness itself.  However, when consciousness can function anything of the Divine Plan, it acts to make itself known, the knowing of anything of God coming through Its Being or action.  Thus, the coming of the Kingdom of Heaven in the Earth is not something that one can foresee and designate at a certain time, but when it has occurred, in the degrees of the action of the Divine Laws, one can designate when it has occurred.  For this reason, the writer sets forth that the beginning of the Second coming of Christ occurred on November Third 1922, forenoon, because certain events actuated by the Divine Laws occurred and were witnessed; together with revelations explaining what was taking place and what would come to pass.  Since that time, the Divine Plan moves in Its own Laws at definite times, giving rise to the knowing of what is being enacted; all this causing conditions and events on the plane of the race by which the old order can break up and the New Order can come to pass.  The writer was not one of those Christians who were interested as to when the Kingdom of Heaven was coming into the Earth, as some have been; though somewhat conscious for years of the “Great Event” to occur by which the Divine Plan was to consummate mortality long before the movement of the Divine Laws occurred.  We live in a day when scripture is being fulfilled, not only in one’s ears, but before one’s eyes; yet, who can discern it? And who can receive it? only these whose states of consciousness are attuned to the outworking Plan, and who can receive the Truth of the activities of the Divine Laws through having the Spirit of Truth, though they may not directly witness the actions of the Divine Laws, nor always see  the signs of their effects.
When consciousness has gained in a given cycle of unfoldment that introduced by God to be gained, the time has come for another introduction of God-Qualities to be worked out.  This is the time of the end of a cycle and the beginning, both being in Christ, the Known and the Unknown; the Known having already worked out and the Unknown being introduced to be worked out or unfolded by means of consciousness.  Thus God, in Its Laws, is ruling the unfoldment of the race and conforming the planet to the requirements of the race, though using Man as the Center into which all is drawn at a cycle’s close and from which all is projected.  It is understood that Man, as recognized by the Divine Plan, partakes of the nature of God, being Male-Female in consciousness.  This is the God-Man, in whom is Christ and by whom God has projection into the race to bring it to a completion of expression and to introduce a new expression to be unfolded.  The totality of the Unknown to be projected is the Kingdom of God, the knowing of this Unknown making up the Kingdom of Heaven that is within Man (consciousness gained in male-female oneness).  The manifestation in the life of the qualities of the Kingdom of Heaven is the Earth that is one with the Heavens, the two being made through one action of God.  “And God created the heavens and the earth.”  Christ has Its identity in the Kingdom of Heaven, though existing in Being as the beloved Son-Daughter of God; while Jesus is the formed expression that is conformed to the qualities of Being.  The introduction of all Known of the Divine Plan into the race is that by which the race’s progression is brought to a finish in a given cycle, by which the race is prepared to unfold that introduced to be unfolded in its next cycle of progression.
THE KINGDOM OF HELL IN ITS RELATION TO HEAVEN

It is not scientifically possible to completely comprehend the Kingdom of Heaven without recognition of the Kingdom of hell which is the totality of darkness gathered automatically at the gathering of the Light.  Light that is genuine is Divine Intelligence, with which is the Divine Love, though light is associated with darkness in the duality of mortality and partake of the spirit of self.  This is the light that is darkness, referred to in scripture, of which one may be full if he has not the Light of Christ.  Hell is co-eternal with Heaven, existing from the foundation of planets as the void gathered from the end of a preceding planet’s progression.  Each graduating planet throws off its residue of hell which becomes the void of another planet’s beginning; graduation being the positioning of a planet in the relationship it bears to the Divine Plan in the formation of the universal system that is made up of planets and their races.  Thus, creatively, hell is naught, the innate negation of all that is positive, and which forms itself as darkness with the forming of Light or Divine Intelligence. Through the Divine Fiat everything increases and brings forth after its kind, the darkness bringing forth its fruit as evil and the light bringing forth its fruit as good.  It is evident that when light is culminated that darkness is culminated also, though the final knowing of good and evil as God knows them, is the Truth that subjects all dual forces, subjecting the primal dualities of the Plan.  
The fruit of hell is all that does not conform to Truth, though there are degrees of hell, even as there are degrees of darkness.  Hell consist of evil, wickedness, sin, diseases, woe, selfishness, self-righteousness and all elements of nature that are not conformed to the light and the good.  There is the natural light and the good, and the spiritual light and the good, the former relating to the human in state of development and the latter to the Spiritual state of Being.  Thus, much that is thought to be good by men and women is not good before God, though permitted in the plan of natural unfoldment a means of promoting the human character, by which the spiritual can finally have Being.  All that falls short of Truth belongs to hell and not to heaven; when the Truth is known, repudiation to the temporary good that obstructs the revelation of the fruit of Truth being in order at the ends of cycles.  All born into the mortal world are contaminated with the forces of hell, and the mortal elements, as long as they exist and have their mortal nature in the energies of hell.  However, hell is made an agent of use to the spiritually progressing by which Truth asserts its authority, even as hell is an agent of use toward the formation of Heaven in the unfoldment of the Creative Plan.
Pure hell, which is an essence gained from understanding darkness in its relation to the Divine Plan, is that element of fire stored up for the last day, by which one may put off the mortal elements in the wrath of repulsion and put on the spirituality of body or being.  Because one masters elements of hell with Light and Truth does not mean that the residue of hell is destroyed, for this residue exists in the nature of the finished mortal to act as a means for the formation of the fruit of heaven as it existed in the Creative Plan to act as a means by which a planet is formed from the plan of the Creative Mind.  Thus hell is not a sentimental force but exists in the science of being for the accomplishment of the Divine Purpose.  The elements of hell materially generated are outside the scope of the Plan of God, having multiplied from the original element through the development of the self, but if by these elements egos are forced to gain the light and the good, by which they may eventually gain the Light of Heaven, hell is not despised but understood in service to the formation of Being and Man.  But pure hell is that  which is subjected to Truth, and is not the hells of the world developed in the lack of the love and knowledge of God.  Pure hell is equivalent to the void of the Creative Plan, and acts as an agent of use in the formation of Spiritual Being; though this being is not formed until the end of mortality as the spiritual fruit of the ages, in the heirs of God, the joint-heirs with Christ.
THE COMING OF THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN TO THE RACE

The race, not being in spiritual unfoldment, generally speaking, must witness the coming of the Kingdom of Heaven to the earth in earthly ways.  The earthly is the formed, but the earthly of the race is racial, while to the spiritually progressing in the race, the earthly is the fruit of the spiritual or heavenly.  The racial evidence of the coming into the earth of the Kingdom of Heaven is in a way that relates to the human welfare.  It is the government and not the church that directly relates to human welfare when racially discerned, though all things are controlled from heaven, the realm of the spiritual.  It is the government that will show forth the coming of the Kingdom of Heaven to the Earth, therefore the tendency of Christ’s second coming has been to reveal the Plan of Scientific Government and Credit.  This Plan is the earthly or bodily objectification of the plan of the spiritual or heaven.  It is the application to all individuals, governmentally, of the Plan of Life worked out individually.  Yet, the Plan when applied to all individuals, according to the development of each, promotes genuine equality.  The arising at the breaking up of old government and credit (debt called credit) at the end of mortality, of a plan of Collectivism, is a material reflection of the Plan of God collectively applied to all individuals; but the collectivists overlook that the Plan of God is individually administered, though applied to all as a group by which it becomes a governmental plan.  Collectivism offsets individualism and equality while Scientific Government promotes both and makes them pre-eminent in the national life.  Collectivism gives the control of finance to a privileged few who attempt to control all the people by controlling all that relates to finance, while Scientific Credit gives the control to each individual by which each enumerates in terms of the Word Standard of Value the value of services rendered, making each citizen controller of what he gives and what he receives.  This is the Law of Love, individually applied by which the genuine Love of the Neighbor can be.
The Plan of Scientific Government and Credit is God-ordained and established and all the schemes of government and credit, not conformed to these God ordained premises of government will fall by the wayside.  In fact, they arise as the tares that are reaped from the darkness of mortal mind and do not issue from minds in which the Light of Intelligence and Love is operative, for these are centered to Individualism to all to which it relates.  Inasmuch as God has made each individual responsible for his own salvation, and has identified Its Standard or Pattern in a completed individual responsible for his own salvation, it follows that the Plan of God relating to all in the race is individually administered.  The function of Government is the use of the Standard of Value by which the welfare of the group is promoted, but each individual must exercise this function by which we have a government of, by, and for the people, even as we have all things of by and for the Lord or Laws of Being which work for the good of all through the good of each.  Government as a group will be righteous when its function, finance, is righteously premised to each citizen.  Then each citizen will be for the Lord, and the Lord for all citizens in that government.
TRUTH

Truth is never thought into expression.  It is known.  It is known because it is.  Its isness is its Being.  Its Being is the action of God among men.  God is working out a Plan, by means of consciousness, the conforming of the consciousness of any ego to the Laws of this Plan being the identified Matrix or Womb of God, by which Its Principles can be projected into the entire race and the universe.  The projection of the Principles of Truth, with which are Wisdom, Love, Substance, Understanding, Will, and Life, is the automatic overthrow of all untruth.  The universal action of God which is Christ’s coming into the world (its projection from the central individual Throne) is the signal for the transformation of all things developed in the world.  This is now going on, outlined in detail the last twenty-one years, step by step, according to its unfolding Being.  The religious preparation the last century, called the newer school of thought, was for the purpose of preparing minds, souls, wills, and spirits, so that receptivity to the Truth might be.  “Many are called but few chosen.”  Many who help to prepare the coming of the Feast of Christ are unable to eat it when it comes.  They make the same excuses, “some have married a wife, others have bought oxen and need to plow their field, (to use Biblical terms); though in this modern day people are obstructed by many things, even the belief that they know the Truth, preventing their capacity to receive the Truth.

Even as there is a symbolical Christianity before the real is known, so there is a symbolical sense of Truth (but not a symbolical Truth) before the Reality of Truth can be known.  The tendency to feel and think that one knows the Truth may be present as a means of knowing the Truth, but in reality, one who knows the Truth never thinks he or she knows it, for it is known, not thought to be known. Wherever there is a consciousness that thinks it knows the Truth, there is Truth not known, for one who knows the Truth knows the being of it within the consciousness and knows that it is known.  Knowing the Truth is Being what is known; proven, livable Principles that no mortal sense can disturb.  Since Man of himself does not know the Truth, but the knowing is through the Spirit of God or Christ, then it is Christ within by which Truth is known and Being.  Truth is a state of Being that one knows is present, and does not just think it is.  The mortal tendency to believe that anyone can have a little Truth without recognizing the whole Truth is as absurd as to think one can have a piece of an apple without recognizing the existence of the whole apple from which the part came.  There can be no part of the apple without the whole apple existing before the parts; neither can there be any knowledge’s of Truth without the Being of Truth by which the knowing is disseminated to be received and known.
This center of dissemination of Truth is the matrix of the cycle, which is the Throne of Being and Knowing.  There are but two witnesses of the Word, or Truth in Time, these being designated as the First and Second coming of Christ.  Prior to the First coming of Christ, there were messengers of the Word, but they could disseminate northing higher of Knowing and Being than was worked out in the Laws of God at the time of their appearance.  The identification of Christ, from whom issued the spirit of Christianity, (action of Christ in Man), was the first identification of God’s action among men in the bodily identity of Principles of Being.  People who think that Buddha, and other religious leaders who appeared before Christ’s first identification as Jesus were Christed, do not understand the Plan of God, nor are they Christians.  To be full of knowledge is not to be full of Truth.  Knowledge’s can get as high as mortal mind, but the perception of spiritual ideas demands a corresponding cleansing of the self-consciousness, else they cease to increase and multiply, leaving consciousness in a worse condition than before it laid hold of higher qualities.  Errors as to the Plan of God and Christianity are easily made, considering the ignorance of mortal mind and the stubbornness of the mortal will, both of which must bow before the control of the I, before the I Am (Christ) can assert Its authority and will in the consciousness.
All the people who have a little of the Truth, relatively speaking, have to contact the Center from which the whole Truth is disseminated, silently or audibly, even as those having parts of apples have to contact those who have the hole apples to be divided.  Since Christ is Being to be known, those receiving aspects of Truth must make contact with the consciousness that is Being, that is, with Christ Consciousness.  Christ’s Second Coming is an enlargement and expansion of the Principles revealed in Christ’s First Coming, plus the greater works relating to the application of these Principles, and the fuller action of the Word on the bodily plane for the redemption of the body.  Since Christ’s First Coming necessitated that He go away, His Second coming necessitates His coming again to claim His own.  All the progression in the race, relating to the spirit of Christianity, promoted by the old or the new school of religious though, has been for the purpose of preparing those who are capable of becoming Christians.  These put on the Spirit of Christ in a livable way, being the activity of Truth; hence, “I Am the Truth,” when Its Will is fulfilled in the bodily plane as it is opened in the spiritual.

BEING

There is no mystery about putting on the Being of Truth.  Being means to be, that which is conformed now in Life to the Inner Principles.  All people are in a state of being, but unless they are living in keeping with the Principles governing Man, ordained by God, they are not being the Real State.  They exist but they do not live, for until they put on the Being of the Real Self, they are dead in trespasses and sins; that is, in violation of the Laws of Being, and in ignorance of those Laws and their application.  One of the peculiarities of living is the effort people make to keep from Being, to keep from conforming to Higher Standards of thought and action.  Even students gloss over their weaknesses and shortcomings, closing the eyes to correction and chastening, saying to the Almighty by their conduct, “I refuse to be; I will not be.”  If one would be what God wills one to be, one must first be what the self wills to be.  When one wills to be what God wills him or her to be, the self-will is under the control of the I, and one thinks and knows why, feels and understands why, speaks for some purpose, and acts in full knowledge of what is to be worked out.  One should be imbued with the determination to find the Way of Life, willing to be what God wills one to be, whether one knows what this is or not.  When Man furnishes God with the Will to be willing to be, God will reveal the Will of Being.  “If any man willeth to do His Will, he shall know of the teaching, whether it is of God or whether I speak from myself.”  This is the Truth, as applicable today as at any time.
To see oneself as one is, is necessary to permit one’s isness (Being) in Christ to appear.  To attain to the I Amness of oneself is necessary that the I Amness of Being may be; for without the self-consciousness consciously coordinating itself to the Inner Principles, the Principles cannot reveal themselves.  Any attempt to hide oneself from the I is to hide oneself from the I Am.  Any failure to be on the outer plane what one should be is failure to call into action the Qualities of Being.  One must be all that one knows if one expects to know and to be more.  Failure to be (or to live) what is known on the natural plane, that makes for advancement, is failure to advance so that the Principles of Being can be and be known.  If one would be opened to the Inner Principles, one must become highly principled in thought, word, feeling, and action, being a workman in living that needs not be ashamed before God or one’s fellowmen.  To desire to serve the Divine Cause which seeks to make Man at whatever cost to the personal self, is the only state of consciousness acceptable to the Divine Will  by which Christ can be a living presence and power.
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
